He indicated that as they head into winter, things
will slow down. They are still holding with a 31% reduction in crime for Kuna. Clearance
rates are up and total number of reported crimes is down. He is reviewing the possibility of
forming a Neighbors Against Burglars (NAB) which would be similar to the Neighborhood
watch program. He urged drivers to drive safely.
